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To encourage more visitors at those churches and chapels that are less visited we are again 

running a points system, which comprises of participants gaining points for every church or 

chapel they visit that we have short-listed for this initiative. The rider/strider who collects 

the most number of points will receive a cheque for £50, made out to the church or chapel 

of the winner’s choice. 

 

New this year is our competition to win a voucher for two people to include dinner, bed and 

breakfast, at one of Nottingham’s most exclusive hotels – Hart’s Hotel and Restaurant - 

worth around £200. This will be awarded to the church or chapel which produces the highest 

increase of funds raised compared to the sponsorship collected by that church in 2010. For 

instance, if a church raised £100 in 2010 and £200 in 2011, its score will be 100. The church 

with the highest score will be awarded the voucher. Why not help your church be the 

winner!!!
